As there were no other comments or concerns, the hearing was closed.

The regular meeting was called to order by Mayor Heyl.

A motion was made by Schneider and seconded by Engelmann to authorize payment of the claims and to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Cooper to adopt

Resolution 20-06, approving a variance from the City’s Land Use 



Ordinance to re-zone parcel #86 (10 acres west of 13th Street and south of 


Highway 212) from Ag (Agriculture) to B-2 Highway Commercial.  


Passed unanimously.

Sewer

Woelfel proposed a plan for providing water service to the 

Separation
Hammer/Desotell properties (similar to the recently constructed sanitary Project

sewer main) which would allow for the ability to serve future lot 



development in this area.  The plan calls for a 6” water main to be 



constructed from the end of south 2nd Street going west approximately 


125’ then south on the east side of the Hammer/Desotell properties at least 

225’.  A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to 


solicit bids from three contractors for this project, including an option to 


provide an additional 125’ that would extend the water main further south 


to the end of Hammer’s property.  The City will award the project to the 


lowest responsible bidder.  Passed unanimously.  There will be an 



assessment to the adjacent properties for these new main lines.


In conjunction with the sewer project, questions have come up regarding 


protected sidewalks.  It was determined that the sidewalk on east 8th Street 

between Ash and Birch should be constructed and maintained by the City.  

A motion was made by Cooper and seconded by Welsh to amend 



Resolution 174 to that effect.  Passed unanimously.


Instead of paying an additional $1500 to loop water from Main Street to 


Maple Avenue, the 4” water main at that intersection will be capped until 


construction of the new main on Maple is completed next year.



There is a tree stump interfering with sidewalk construction south of the 


public school.  A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by 


Schneider for the City to have the stump removed.  Passed unanimously.



Regarding temporary water services, City Administration will need to be 


informed as to who is supplying water to whom.



The Council raised some concerns as to the time frame for when roads are 


passable and some property owners are not allowed access to their 



properties.  This issue will be discussed with the City’s Engineer.
Parcel 2080
Athmann’s Inn has approached the City about purchasing the 75’x140’ lot 


directly north of their restaurant.  The City purchased that lot in 1999 for 


$12,750.  Since Athmann’s are not looking to build on the lot, but to use 


the property for a parking lot, a motion was made by Cooper and seconded 

by Welsh to sell the lot for $12,750 on a 4-year contract-for-deed with 


Athmann’s paying the legal fees.  Passed unanimously.

Health

The Council was informed that health insurance premiums for 2007 will Insurance
increase by 16%, 6% more than the amount budgeted.  A motion was Premium
made by Cooper and seconded by Schneider to amend the budget to 


accommodate the extra increase.  Passed unanimously.
