Engelmann and seconded by Cooper to authorize the additional 



improvements, to be included in one change order for the project.  Passed 


unanimously.  It also appears that the aerator inspection door and the 


access hatch lid will need to be replaced.  A quote will be forthcoming 


from Eagle Construction, contractor for the project.  It was also 



determined that the roof on the treatment plant is in bad shape and will 


need to be replaced.  Bids for replacement were received from three area 


roofers.  In order to use ARRA moneys for the project, the contractor will 


need to comply with the “Buy American” rule and Davis Bacon/State 


Prevailing usage rates.  Since Eagle Construction is already contracted 


with the city and needs to comply with the rules, they will be asked to 


submit a proposal for the roof replacement.  Ervin Well Company has 


drilled the pilot hole for well #8 and has taken sand samples from three 


elevations.  Final production well depth and screening length will be based 

on the recommendation of Johnson Screen Co. and the Engineer.

Hazardous
A list of buildings that appear substandard/hazardous (from the outside)  Buildings
will be compiled for the City’s building official to inspect and make 


recommendations as to possible condemnation.  The Council will confirm 


the list and take action at its next meeting.
Radio

The Council was updated on the 9-25-09 meeting with the County & System

Renville County Cities regarding the future of the public safety radio 


system.  FCC regulations state that by January 1, 2013 all radio systems in 

the nation need to compatible.  According to a statewide needs 



assessment/report, it will cost approximately $1.8 million for all public 


safety entities in the County to be equipped with the ARMER (Allied 


Radio Matrix for Emergency Response) system, an all digital system 


operating in the 800 MHZ range.  At the meeting it was suggested that the 


County take the lead in purchasing and financing the new system, 



charging the Cities an annual maintenance fee.  The next step will be to 


have a countywide needs survey performed.
Sewer

According to David Palm, Engineer, the punchlist for the sewer project is Project

complete except a storm sewer repair needed due to settlement.  All 


subcontractor disputes will need to be settled before final payment is made.
