The regular meeting was called to order by Mayor Heyl.

A motion was made by Cooper and seconded by Engelmann to authorize payment of the claims and approve the minutes of the last regular meeting.  Passed unanimously.  A motion was made by Cooper and seconded by Engelmann to approve a land use permit for Howard Robb (fence), contingent upon setback reviewal by City employee.  Passed unanimously.

Sewer 

The Council reviewed an updated punch list for the sewer separation Separation
project.  Duininck Bros., Inc. is requesting that the retainage be reduced.  Project

Since USDA RD needs to approve the reduction, the Council made no 


decision on the request at this time.

Private

Some people, just receiving their contractor bill for their private sewer line Sewer

work, are now requesting participation in the RED loan program.  Since 


that program was closed on 7-31-08 and a written agreement needed to be 


signed to participate, the Council discussed the possibility of the City 


establishing its own sewer loan program with a sunset date of 12-31-08.  A 

motion was made by Cooper and seconded by Schneider to do so.  All 


voted in favor except Engelmann who was opposed.  Following further 


discussion on the issue, a motion was made by Cooper and seconded by 


Engelmann to table the previous motion to do more research on the subject.  

Passed unanimously.

Assessment
Preliminary discussion was held as to how the assessments will be Discussion
determined for the sewer separation project.  It was still felt that a flat rate 


per parcel would be the most equitable.  The assessment would be levied 


over 20 years at 3.5% interest.  It was felt that, following completion of 


the project, any subsequent connections to the new system would be 


charged a hook-up fee equal to the initial flat rate per parcel.

Sunday
A request was made by Tricia’s Pelican Pub to have Sunday Liquor added Liquor

to the November Election ballot.  A motion was made by Engelmann and 


seconded by Schneider to approve the request.  All voted in favor except 


Cooper who was opposed.
